For the four weeks of October 2019, the Holy Father has

approved four themes:

1. A personal encounter with Jesus Christ living in his
Church.

2. The witness of missionary saints and martyrs.

3. Missionary charity as a commitment to support the
Church’s missionary activity and communities too
poor to support themselves, through Missio.

4. Biblical, catechetical, spiritual and theological
formation for mission.

A good way of making a personal
response to this call to mission would be to read
this book.
